Aida Update
As you are all aware, Aida has been off work and under treatment for a sarcoid on her eye since February this year. A big thank you to all those that have contributed to her treatment to date, and I would like to take this opportunity to give you a wee update. 
Aida has now had 4 treatments – the first involved planting chemotherapy based beads in the mass above her left eye, these were not totally successful and in July she returned to Glasgow for further assessment and treatment. The decision was taken to use a treatment called Cryotherapy and injecting with Fluorouracil. This has involved 3 initial treatments 3 weeks apart, and then a gap to review how much of the tumour has been killed off before continuing.
Aida has now had the 3rd round of treatment and is much improved. The eye is more open allowing her more vision, and the mass is much reduced. She will start working again in 7 days and we will assess how she gets on with classes and driving. The mass has not totally gone and she will continue to have follow- up checks and treatments in order that we can keep her comfortable and she can have a useful working life. Aida has coped incredibly well with the treatment to date though is proving somewhat difficult to inject when she does attend, but once sedated she is no problem. She is much happier in herself as there is a lot less discomfort than earlier in the year when the mass was so reactive and she had become so depressed.  It it is great seeing her looking much more chirpy - hopefully this will carry over to her work.
To date treatment has cost £1300 and there will be ongoing costs, so the begging cap comes out once again – we would like to try and build up a veterinary fund to cover her ongoing treatment costs, as well as any out of the ordinary veterinary costs for any of the horses at the Centre. This is a crucial fund for us, so if you would like to contribute or could do a fundraising activity to help us create a veterinary fund please contact the office.
We will continue to keep you up to date on Aida and hopefully you should see her back riding and driving in the near future.
